Facility Description/History

Chase Field is the only sports facility in the world featuring a retractable roof, air conditioning and a natural turf playing
®eld. Ground was broken on November 16, 1995 for a construction project that took 28 months and cost $354 million.
The venue encompasses approximately 1,300,000 square feet including the playing ®eld and is organized on six levels. Chase
Field can be con®gured to accommodate football, basketball and soccer games, but is not limited to these. Events such as
concerts, motor sports, trade-shows, exhibits, band pageants and ecumenical events have enjoyed great success at Chase Field.
Ellerbe Becket provided architectural design, interior design and construction observation services. Huber, Hunt & Nichols provided
construction management and project coordination. HH&N was involved during the programmatic phase prior to architectural and
engineering team selections.

Parking

Located just south of Chase Field is a 1,500 space parking garage. The parking structure connects to the suite / club level of Chase
Field via a pedestrian bridge. Approximately 33,000 parking spaces are within a 15-minute walk of Chase Field.

Building

The Chase Field site area is approximately 21.9 acres. Guests are able to enjoy outdoor events during mild evenings and days of
early spring and mid fall as well as able to sit comfortably indoors watching an event in the hottest months of summer. This is all
possible due to the retractable roof that can open/close in 5 minutes and the 8,000 tons of air-conditioning that is designed to bring
the temperature down by as much as 30# in 4 hours.

Mechanical/Electrical Systems

Mechanical/Air Conditioning

The cooling of Chase Field is done with massive amounts of chilled water supplied to 12 Air Handling Units that directs 8,000 tons
of cooling from above the seating areas and concourses. The system is designed to deliver cool air only to where it is needed most.
Each unit is the size of a single car garage. It takes approximately 4 hours to cool the building from 110#F to 80#F in mid-summer.

There is 2,500 GPM domestic water usage at peak demand. 500 GPM are associated with cooling tower evaporation. Over 32,000
C.F. per hour of natural gas is supplied for water heating and cooking purposes.

Electrical

Total connected load for Chase Field is 24 megawatts with an anticipated demand load of 14 megawatts.
Chase Field Lighting consists of a total of 708 metal halide ®xtures. 568 ®xtures are designated as 2Baseball Fixtures® with
1,500-watt metal halide (no instant restrike) to cover the three lighting zones:

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CHASE FIELD POLICIES

The following policies are currently in place for baseball games at Chase Field. These policies may be modi®ed to accommodate
speci®c event Standards & Requirements.

Guest Conduct
The Chase Field staff wants to provide a safe, comfortable and friendly atmosphere for all guests. The following guidelines have been
established regarding guest conduct:

Guests wearing obscene or indecent clothing will not be allowed entry to the Ballpark.
Guests using foul or abusive language or gestures will be ejected from the Ballpark.
Guests appearing intoxicated will be denied entry or ejected from the Ballpark.

Guest Relations Centers

Guest Relations Centers are located on the Main Concourse at section 128 as well as on the upper concourse at section 322. These
centers are staffed from the time the gates open until approximately one hour after the conclusion of the event. Guests may obtain
information and assistance, offer suggestions or register concerns, and get help with any problems that may occur at Chase Field.
The Guest Relations Centers can be reached by phone via (602)462-4020.

Cameras/Videos

Photographic and hand-held video cameras for personal use may be brought into Chase Fiel(PROVIDED EVENT ACTION IS NOT
RECORDEDFIlash photography and camera support pods are not permitted. We ask that patrons are courteous of those around you
when taking pictures. This policy may be changed per Booking Manager's discretion.

Cellular Phones

The use of cellular phones is permitted providing their use does not interfere with another guest's enjoyment of events.

Children/Seating

Children 2 and under do not require a ticket to enter Chase Field, but must share a seat with an accompanying adult. Children
(possessing a ticket) can obtain a booster chair at the Guest Relations Centers. Booster chairs are available on a ®rst-come, ®rst-
served basis.

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Containers, Coolers and Other Items

In order to accommodate the desires of guests of Chase Field while also recognizing the necessity to maintain maximum levels of
safety and comfort, the following policy regarding items being brought into the ballpark have been formulated:

Chase Field reserves the right to inspect any items brought into the ballpark. All gates will be utilized for guests bringing food,
beverages and containers into Chase Field.

For guest safety and enjoyment, the following items are prohibited at Chase Field:

Firearms

Blow horns

Noisemakers

Fishing Nets

Beach Balls

Laser Pens

Poles (of any material) for ags/signs

Bubble-Making liquids or equipment for blowing bubbles

Guests with medical or other special needs that cannot be met under this policy are encouraged to contact the Guest Relations
Department at (602)462-6607 to make arrangements in advance.

Emergencies

Anyone expecting urgent phone calls (i.e. emergency) should leave their names and seat location at one of the Guest Relations
Centers located across from sections 120 or 322. Please note that public address or video board paging will not be permitted.
Guests can also be reached via the Guest Relations Centers from the time gates open to approximately one hour after the completion
of the event at (602)462-4020.

Escalators and Elevators

Escalators are located inside the Main Plaza Gates (West side of ballpark) for guest convenience. All escalators go up (only) prior to
event and down (only) once the event is over.

Elevators are located in the following locations for guest convenience. Please note that elevators are restricted to Club, Suite, guests
with disabilities, and elderly guests only.

Main Concourse * at sections 104, 117, 127 and 140.
Club/Suite Level + across from Suites 26 and 43 as well as the NW and NE corners.
Upper Concourse + across from sections 311 and 321 as well as the NW and NE corners.
There is also a ramp on the East side of the Ballpark that will get you from Main Concourse Level to the Upper Concourse.

Exit/Re-Entry

Guests may leave Chase Field at any time; however, speci®c doors at Gates A, J and K will be set as 2re-entry°® gates. Guests
requiring re-entry to the Ballpark can do so only after having their ticket stub and hand stamped prior to exiting. Guests must re-enter
the Ballpark via the same gate they were stamped.

Professional, emergency medical personnel are on duty at each event for your assistance. Should assistance be needed, please
notify the nearest uniformed employee.

Lost and Found
During an event, Lost and Found items may be turned in and claimed at the Guest Relations Centers located on the Main Concourse
across section 128 or on the Upper Concourse across from section 322.

After each event or during non-event times, all items or claims should be reported to the Security Of®ce at (602)462-6173. This is a
voice-mail telephone line that will allow guests to leave any pertinent information regarding lost items, etc. This line will be checked
daily to allow a prompt response.

Due to the large volume of incoming calls per day, calls are only returned when an item has been located.

Security/Crowd Management

Chase Field security is managed in-house with a stéf that provides professional protection for our guests, players and employees.
It is staffed 24 hours per day, 365 days a year and is equipped with closed circuit television, door alarms and perimeter lighting.
On event days, security is supplemented with staff from the Maricopa County Sheriff's Of®ce and the Gy of Phoenix Police Department.

Smoking Policy

For the comfort of our guests, smoking in the ballpark is permitted in designated smoking areas only. These areas are:

Main Concourse:
Outside of Gate A (North Plaza)
Outside of Gate J (East)
Outside of Gate K (Northeast)
Suite/Club Level:
Across bridge at garage

Smoking is not permitted in any of the seating areas, general concourses, suites or restrooms.

Ticket Scalping

In general, Arizona law prohibits the sale of tickets at a premium within 200 feet of any entry to the place where the event is being
held or a contiguous parking lot. In addition, tickets may not be resold at a premium; regardless of the location where the sale takes
place. Resale or attempted resale of tickets at a price higher than the printed purchase price is grounds for revocation of tickets
without refund
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RENTAL RATES

All rent charges refer to the rental of the building, and do not include the cost of any labor or other extraneous costs not explicitly
stated otherwise.
